Originality refers to the thought process underlying the study; an innovative new methodology attracts more marks; a study borrowing an idea from another study attracts less than average marks.

The Contents refers to the design of the study; The rare Randomised Controlled study should attract full marks; a well designed prospective should fetch the presenter, say 12 marks. 

A retrospective study- like a good audit with a good follow up will be average (7). A case report will get minimum marks.

Preparation refers to the diligence with which the visuals are prepared. The care with which each aspect of slide design like background, fonts, graphics, build effects etc are applied, are evaluated. A well executed slide would fetch 8-9 marks; a sloppy slide or an improperly designed slide would fetch 3 marks.

Style refers to the ‘stage presence’ of the speaker including his dress code, demeanor, confidence, diction and importantly, his time management. A well executed presentation would fetch 8-9 marks. Poor diction or going over time would fetch 3 marks only.

Discussion refers to the facility and confidence with which the presenter answers. The depth of knowledge in face probing questions, is assessed.

The Presenter should be allowed to discuss and the guide should comment only at the end. Good background preparation with knowledge on the subject of presentation and proper answers to the questions should fetch full 5 marks.

The Marking is similar in Poster presentation except that the style refers here is dubbed with discussion and the total marks will be 50.

Prizes need not necessarily be given. The minimum score to qualify for a prize in oral presentation is 30 and that in a poster is 25.
